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The Ready, Set, Go! program encourages proactive
measures to take before an emergency and actions
to follow when communities are threatened.

1. READY: “PREPARE NOW”

O Be aware of hazards that threaten your community.

O Create defensible space around your home by
clearing 30 to 100 feet of vegetation to protect
it from fire.

3 Build an emergency go kit with enough food,
water and emergency supplies for 72 hours.

O Write a family communication and evacuation
plan.

0 Danger in your area is imminent and life-
threatening. Take your emergency go kit and
evacuate immediately to a shelter or with family/
friends outside the affected area.

O Follow instructions from emergency personnel
and stay on designed evacuation routes.
